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PREDGOVOR

Samo nekoliko mjeseci nakon otvorenja izloZbe americkih medalja
Ivana Mestrovica, dijela umjetnikova opusa koji je do tada bio gotovo
nepoznat u nasoj sredini, zagrebacki Arheoloski muzej pripremio je jos
jednu izlozbu medalja, ovog puta znatno veceg opsega, posvecenu 50.
godisnjici smrti Ive Kerdica, istaknutog hrvatskog kipara i medaljera,
ujedno i Mestrovi¢eva suvremenika. Za razliku od Mestrovica Kerdic je
svoj umjetnicki izraz na najbolji nacin artikulirao u toj, usudili bismo se
kazati, nepravedno zapostavljenoj grani likovnog stvaralastva. Obje iz-
loZbe potaknute su Zeljom da domaca javnost upozna umjetnicke opu-
se autora koji su krodili razli¢itim stazama, ali su, svaki na svoj nacin,
dosegnuli iznimno visoke domete. Podsjetili bismo da se predstavlja-
njem Mestrovicevih medalja na skroman nacin Zeljelo odati priznanje
darovatelju medalja, gospodinu Michaelu Milkovichu, ¢ijom su zaslu-
gom nedavno obogaceni spomenicki fundusi ArheoloSkoga muzeja u
Zagrebu, zagrebacko-splitske Fundacije Ivana Mestrovica i Gradskog
muzeja Vukovar. Obiljezavanjem godisnjice Kerdiceve smrti, doduse s
manjim zakasnjenjem, pridruZujemo se inicijativama koje su tim povo-
dom ranije bile pokrenute, poglavito manifestaciji koja je prosle godine,
to¢nije na obljetnicu majstorove smrti, bila organizirana u Gliptoteci
HAZU u Zagrebu.

Ako smo u katalogu kojim je bila popracena spomenuta MeStrovi-
¢eva izlozba zakljucili da je taj istaknuti hrvatski i americki kipar bio na-
dasve nenadmasan majstor monumentalne forme, a samo usputno i us-



pjesan autor intimnog formata, za Kerdica bismo mogli ustvrditi upra-
vo suprotno: premda se i on okusao u razli¢itim kiparskim granama,
najuspjesniji je ipak bio u manjim formatima, kako u sitnoj plastici, ta-
ko i u medaljama, kao i oblikovanju novca i raznovrsnih predmeta pri-
mijenjene umjetnosti.

Tome je, treba pretpostaviti, u dobrano pridonio njegov specifican i
nimalo lagan Zivotni put. Od prvih stvaralackih pokusaja u rodnom Da-
voru i potom Skolovanja u kovacko-bravarskom odjelu poznate zagre-
backe Obrtne §kole, odnosno intenzivnog graversko-cizelerskog djelo-
vanja u Parizu te kasnije Be¢u, gradu u kojemu je do perfekcije usavrsio
tehnike graviranja i modeliranja te, dakako, njemu osobito bliskog me-
daljerstva, zivotni je put Kerdica ponovno doveo u Zagreb, sredinu ko-
ju je svojedobno napustio, a u kojoj ¢e jod dugi niz godina uspjesno dje-
lovati kao umjetnik, ali i kao nastavnik, najprije kao predavac¢ odgova-
rajucih tehnika obrade metala u ve¢ spomenutoj Obrtnoj koli, a potom
u sli¢noj funkciji i na zagrebackoj Likovnoj akademiji.

Za one koji mozda nisu u dostatno upuceni istaknuli bismo da nije
slucajno sto Muzej poklanja toliku pozornost tom segmentu svog spo-
menickog fundusa. Arheoloski muzej u Zagrebu u sklopu bogate Nu-
mizmaticke zbirke, najvece zbirke takve vrste u nasSim prostorima, ¢u-
va, medu ostalim, i iznimno vrijednu zbirku medalja. Premda nije rije¢
o arheoloskome materijalu, po karakteru je ta grada ipak vrlo bliska nu-
mizmatickoj gradi te je razumljivo §to su od samih pocetaka formiranja
zbirke medalje i srodan materijal bile u sastavu numizmati¢kog kabine-
ta. Briga o tom specifi‘nom spomenickom materijalu o¢ituje se i u nas-
tojanjima da se, uz sustavnu obradu, objavu i primjeren nacin ¢uvanja,
fundus stalno obogacuje, u skladu, dakako, s raspoloZivim moguénos-
tima. Jedan od oblika komuniciranja s javnoscu je i briga o stalnoj pos-
tavi Numizmaticke zbirke, u kojoj je, zbog razumljivih prostornih ogra-
nicenja, izloZen i samo simboli¢an broj izloZaka iz vrlo bogate muzejske
kolekcije medalja, kako domacdeg, tako i stranog podrijetla. Istom cilju
sluze i povremene tematske izlozbe, poput ovih netom spomenutih,
Mestroviceve i Kerdiceve.



[z107ba Kerdiéevih medalja i plaketa, jednako kao i Mestroviceva iz-
lozba, nije organizirana u sklopu redovitih godisnjih izlozbenih progra-
ma te stoga nema i uobicajenu razinu nuZne financijske potpore. Otuda
moZda i neke njezine manjkavosti ili pak nedosljednosti. Njih smo, vje-
rujem na zadovoljavajudi nacin, pokusali kompenzirati dobrom voljom
i, ako tako smijemo kazati, neizbjeznim entuzijazmom. U tomu je sva-
kako prednjacio autor izlozbe Ivan Mirnik. Kao dobar poznavatelj Ker-
dic¢eva opusa, ali takoder i ostvarenja Kerdicu bliskih autora poput,
primjerice, Rudolfa Valdeca i Roberta Frangesa-Mihanovié¢a — o njima je
u vise navrata vrlo kompetentno pisao u domacim i inozemnim struc-
nim ¢asopisima — on se zdusno trudio da fundus Kerdicevih medalja i
plaketa bude predstavljen u dostojnom svjetlu. PosluZio se pritom naj-
vecim dijelom muzejskom gradom, a samo iznimno i medaljama ili
skulpturama iz pojedinih privatnih izvora. Sretna je okolnost sto je za
potrebe izlaganja bilo moguce uvrstiti i gradu koju je Muzej tek nedav-
no dobio u posjed, zahvaljujudi vrijednoj donaciji Ane i Berislava Ko-
pac, a u kojoj je, medu ostalim, i veci broj Kerdic¢evih medalja i plaketa,
inkorporiranih u sadrzaj ove izloZbe. Ovo je ujedno i prigoda da se za-
hvalim autoru izloZbe, ali takoder i svim pojedincima koji su pomogli
ovu inicijativu, posebno pak gospodi Ani Kopa¢, kao i gosp. Irislavu
Dolenecu, koji su svojim donacijama Muzeju omoguéili da izlozba bu-
de kompletnija i svakako kvalitetnija.

Vijerujem da ¢e nekoliko stotina izloZaka, razvrstanih u 115, odnos-
no 116 kataloskih jedinica, na pravi na¢in predstaviti jedan od znacajnih
segmenata Kerdiceva stvaralastva, a istovremeno ¢e to biti i prva veca
izloZba tog plodnog autora nakon davne retrospektive odrZane 1958.
god. u zagrebackoj Modernoj galeriji, izloZaba odrzanih 1980. i 1981.
god. u Zagrebu, Osijeku i Berlinu te posljednje u nizu, izloZbe odrZane
1993. god. u Gliptoteci HAZU. Bit e to i prilika da se upoznamo s ni-
zom poznatih likova iz galerije zasluZnih protagonista hrvatskog poli-
tickog, crkvenog, kulturnog, sportskog i ukupnog javnog Zivota u Hr-
vatskoj prve polovine 20. st. Zgodna je, ¢ini nam se, okolnost $to ce iz-
loZba biti otvorena za vrijeme trajanja izloZbe Secesija u Hrvatskoj, pa ¢e



posjetitelji moéi u vedem opsegu mo¢i sagledati Kerdicev doprinos tom
stilskom razdoblju.

Ovo je ujedno prigoda za najavu jo$ jedne izloZbe u kojoj ¢e meda-
lje imati istaknuto mjesto: u sklopu ovogodisnjeg izloZbenog programa
Muzej de, naime, pripremiti izloZbu posvecenu ve¢ spomenutoj donaci-
ji obitelji Kopac, Zeledi i na taj na¢in zahvaliti na plemenitoj darovatelj-
skoj gesti, kojom je fundus Muzeja obogacen s vise od 2000 medalja i
drugih predmeta sliénog sadrzaja!

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U povodu pedesete obljetnice smrti velikog hrvatskog kipara i me-
daljera Ive Kerdic¢a (*Davor, 19.V. 1881 +Zagreb, 27.X. 1953) Zelja nam
je bila javnosti pokazati medalje i plakete tog velikog majstora umjet-
nosti medalje koje se ¢uvaju u sklopu Numizmaticke zbirke Arheo-
loskog muzeja u Zagrebu. Danas ih je u zbirci oko 160, ali se pojavlju-
ju iste medalje katkada u dva ili vise primjeraka, ili su pak izvedene u
nekoliko inacica ili veli¢ina — bilo da su otkovane ili livene — a gomila-
le su se od 1911. god., kad je u tu zbirku usao prvi Kerdicev rad, do da-
nas. Vise medalja i plaketa Muzeju je, pocam od 1914. god. darivao ili
prodavao sam umjetnik. Tre¢ina pak svih Kerdicevih medalja i znacki,
to¢nije 56 primjeraka, uvrsteno je 2001. god. u tu zbirku u sklopu veli-
ke donacije gde Ane Kopa¢, koja je Muzeju nesebi¢no darovala jedin-
stvenu i veliku zbirku medalja svog pokojnog muza Berislava Kopaca
(*Sarajevo, 2.X. 1927 +Zagreb, 18.1. 2000).

Kerdi¢ je tijekom svog dugog stvaralackog rada modelirao gotovo
nepregledan broj medalja i plaketa; za sad nikad nikome nije uspjelo
zbrojiti koliko ih zapravo ima, te bi to bila zahvalna tema za doktorsku
disertaciju. Ono $to se ¢uva u Arheoloskome muzeju u Zagrebu odaje
zoran presjek majstorova opusa, koji doista zadivljuje. Tu se nalaze
brojne medalje, od onih najranijih (1906. god.) pa sve do posljednje

(nastup prijestolja britanske kra-
ljice Elizabete 11, 1952. god.). Cak
je jedna i antidatirana medalja —
nosi godinu nakon njegove smr-
ti! To je prigodna, nesignirana
medalja nastala u povodu po-
novnog otvaranja Doma kulture,
odnosno Hrvatskog doma u Pet-
rinji 1954. god., a takoder je iz
zbirke Kopa¢. Muzej posjeduje
velike reprezentativne plakete i
medalje, neke u raznim inacica-
ma. K tome, zastupljene su i sitne

medaljice i razne prigodne znacke, koje svojom izradom i invencijom
uopde ne zaostaju za znacajnijim njegovim ostvarenjima, i na sebi nose
sve njegove lako prepoznatljive stilske znacajke. U nekim drugim zbir-
kama iste spomenice postoje kao velike i reprezentativne. Neke nose
njegovu signaturu: IK, ili pak lipin list, koji je takoder svojevrsna Ke-
rdideva signatura, a kovane su kod tvrtke Griesbach i Knaus, T. Kriva-
ka, ili pak drugim radionicama u Zagrebu, pa ¢ak i u Be¢u ili Ceskoj.
Tu se vide i neke nesignirane medaljice, za koje samo moZemo pretpos-
taviti da su Kerdiceva djela. Ipak, dvojbe o auktorstvu za pojedine
primjerke i nadalje ostaju nerazrijeSene. Te sitne hodocasnic¢ke medalji-
ce i drustvene znacke bile su do sada uglavnom zanemarivane, a po-
gotovo ih se nije izlagalo zbog njihovih malih dimenzija. K tome, u mu-
zejskoj zbirci postoji i odredeni broj celi¢nih kalupa - alata za medalje,
kako negativa, tako i pozitiva. Ni oni do danas jo3 nisu nikada bili iz-
lagani, a neke od njih je Muzeju poklonio ili ustupio g. Irislav Dolenec
iz Zagreba.

Nekoliko ranijih majstorovih medalja nalazi se u stalnom izlozbe-
nom postavu numizmatike: Vera Pija Pilar (1906), Adolf Miiller (1910),
Ples Hrvata u Betu (1912), plaketa grada Zagreba (1912), a izloZzene su
zajedno s nekim secesijskim medaljama Rudolfa Valdeca, Roberta
Frangesa-Mihanovica i Mile Wod. Dvaput je, u novije vrijeme, vrlo us-
pjesno, izbor hrvatske secesijske medalje, pa tako i neke vece Ker-
diceve plakete i medalje, bio predstavljen u Italiji (Arezzo, 1991; Tori-
no, 1993).

Medu medaljama ima najraznorodnijih. Poénimo s umjetnickom
kompozicijom »Pjesma« (1910-1914), na velikoj bron¢anoj plaketi sa
svim obiljeZjime secesije. Kerdié je izradvom medalja obiljeZavao i pra-
tio brojne povijesne, drudtvene i manje znacajne dogadaje tijekom po-
la stoljeca, tako npr.: Becki ples Hrvata (1912), umorstvo prijestoljonas-
liednika i njegove Zene u Sarajevu (1914), I svjetski rat (sirocadi i inva-
lidima; 1916), ujedinjenje SHS (1918), Praski Narodni divadlo (1918),
100. obljetnica rodenja Petra Preradovica (1918), IV. medunarodni kon-
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Kazalisni dobrovoljci -

gres graditelja (1930), 80. obljetnica Komore za trgovinu, obrt i indus-
triju (1932), Matica hrvatskih kazalidnih dobrovoljaca (1935), 100. ob-
lietnica »Novina Horvatzkih« (1935), 100. obljetnica hrvatske himne
(1935), 700. obljetnica Zlatne bule (1942), itd. Kako su se mijenjale dr-
7ave, poredci i politicki sustavi, ¢esto se dogadalo da su se uvijek neka
Kerdiceva djela morala biti presucivana. Primjerice, neke medalje iz
vremena Austro-Ugarske Monarhije odloZene su postrani nakon njezi-
ne propasti. Mnoge je radove nastale izmedu dvaju svjetskih ratova, a
pogotovo one iz vremena Nezavisne Drzave, bilo je veoma opasno
posjedovati nakon 1945. god., primjerice potret dr. Vladka Maceka, ili
modele za novac Nezavisne Drzave Hrvatske

Kerdi¢ je izradivao medalje, kolajne i znatke za brojne udruge: Pet-
rinja, Zenska udruga (1908), Zanatlijsko drustvo (1911), Savez obrtnika
(1913), Hrvatskog planinarskog drustva (1934), Druzbe »Braca Hrvat-
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skoga Zmaja« (1936), Humanitarnog drustva »Ban Jela¢i¢« (1937), Hr-
vatskog radise itd. Tu su, takoder, i neke od Sportskih medalje, npr. so-
kolskih sletova u Zagrebu (1911, 1925).), Pragu (1912), i Osijeku (1921).

Portetne medalje su velika galerija umjetnikovih suvremenika raz-
licitih profesija i drustvenih krugova, ali katkad i ve¢ tada pokojnih hr-
vatskih velikana (].]. Strossmayer, Lj. Gaj, P. Preradovic), te se na oni-
ma iz zbirke Arheoloskog muzeja u Zagrebu nalaze sljedece osobe: ar-
heolog Mihovil Abramié¢ (1950), arheolog Antun Bauer (1947), slikar

Vladimir Beci¢ (1930), muzealac Leander Brozovi¢ (1947), arheolog Jo-
sip Brunsmid (1924), pisac August Cesarec (1946), slikar Petar Dobro-
vié (1921), arhitekt Hugo Ehrlich (1931), pisac Ksaver Sandor Gjalski
(1927), Sportas Josip Hanus (1919), arheolog Viktor Hoffiller (1938), lije-

¢ar dr. Vladko Macek (1938), zajedni¢ka plaketa obrtnika D. Matica i
M. Ramuscaka (1933), knjizevnik i povjesni¢ar umjetnosti Andro Vid
Mihici¢ (1951), zubar i numizmaticar Adolf Miiller (1910), Neda Pave-
li¢ (1916), Vera Pija Pilar-Janc¢ikovi¢, obje kao djevojcice (1906), nadbi-
skup Alojzije Stepinac (1944), biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer (1920),
pjevacica Katica i graditelj Ivo Stefan (1931), u¢itelj Ivan Tomasic (1943)
te glumica, velika tragetkinja, Nina Vavra (1923).

Plaketa s markantnim portetom Sarmantne gospodice Valeske Lu-
dwig katkada se oznacavala kao portet gospode ili grofice Walewske iz
Napoleonova vremena, §to je naravno pogresno. Tek na inacici plakete
iz zbirke Kopac jasno se mozZe ¢itati puno ime te gospodice. Kao neo-
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bi¢nu, ¢ak jedinstvenu sudbinu jedne medalje moramo spomenuti i dio
edicije Kerdiceve portretne medalje Izidora KrSnjavog iz 1915. god.,
koju Krénjavi nije htio prihvatiti, te je dao sve otkovane medalje s mos-
ta baciti u Savu. Nakon nekoliko godina je neki ribi¢ na dnu Save
naisao na hrpu korodiranih kositrenih medalja, pa su one nasle put do
zagrebackih pojasara i numizmaticara sakupljaca. Mnogo godina kas-
nije je do odredenog broja tih medalja dosao Berislav Kopa¢; jednu je
on osobno poklonio Muzeju 1994 god., a ostatak njegova gospoda u
sklopu spomenute velike donacije.

Majstor je prijateljevao s J. Brunsmidom i V. Hoffillerom, ravna-
teljima Arheoloskog muzeja u Zagrebu. Kad je Brunsmid morao otici u
mirovinu, V. Hoffiller je 1924. god. kod Kerdica — ne zaboravimo da su
obojica bili ¢lanovi Druzbe »Braca Hrvatskoga Zmaja«: Hoffiller kao
Zmaj Kanovecki, a Kerdi¢ kao Zmaj od Kamenitih vrata — narucio jubi-
larnu medalju s prekrasnim portretom velikog arheologa i numizma-
ti¢ara na licu, te reprodukcijom vinkovacke bron¢ane statuete Fortune
na nalic¢ju. U stru¢noj literaturi je avers bio poznat samo po sitnoj slicici
koju je u jednom svom ¢lanku u »Numizmatickim vijestima« objavio
pokojni barun Bartol Zmaiji¢, dok je revers godinama ostao nepoznat.
Nazalost, medalja nije bila otkovana za Brundmidova Zivota, a od sad-
renih modela naden je u Arheoloskom muzeju samo samo jedan ulo-
mak ugla aversa i oSteceni revers — vjerojatno je stradao tijekom selid-
be muzejskih zbirki iz Akademijine zgrade u palacu Vranyczany-Haf-
ner. Srecom, kolegica Ana Adamec u Gliptoteci otkrila je jedan cijeli od-
livak aversa, a kako je revers popravljen, napokon su se sljubile obje
strane modela medalje.

God. 1938. Viktor Hoffiller je slavio svoj 60. rodendan te je Kerdica
zamolio da mu izradi spomen-medalju. Ta je medalja i otkovana u
srebru i bronci, a u Muzeju su satuvani Celi¢ni kalupi i celi¢ni pozitivi
aversa i reversa. Na licu je Hoffillerov portret, bez natpisa, a na nali¢ju
prigodni tekst.

Od svetackih, odnosno hodocasnickih medaljica navedimo sve one
izradene za Mariju Bistricu, Majku Bozju Kamenitu, crkvu sv. Blaza u

Zagrebu, Presv. Srce Isusovo kao i Euharistijske kongrese u Zagrebu
(1923, 1930). Sigurno ih imade jos, pa bi valjalo prouditi sve postojece
kartoteke, Kerdic¢ev popis vlastitih radova, kao i sadrene modele,
sacuvane u Gliptoteci.

Na kraju istaknimo da je u Muzeju pohranjeno i nekoliko bronca-
nih odlivaka modela za novac NDH, takoder iz zbirke Kopaé. Kerdi-
¢evi radovi, pokazani na izloZbi, poredani su po godinama nastanka,
kronoloskim slijedom. Mnoge medalje treba jos dobro prouciti i uspo-
rediti ih s postoje¢om dokumentacijom te ih jos to¢nije determinirati,
osobito vremenski. Kerdicev opus ranije su proucavali lvo Uzorinac
(on je prigodom Medunarodnog numizmatickog kongresa u Londonu
1936. god. odrzao referat o Kerdicu i izloZio neke njegove medalje) i
Miroslav Montani, a u novije vrijeme Gjuro Krasnov, Vesna MaZuran-
Suboti¢, Bogdan Mesinger, Ivan Mirnik, Matko Pei¢, Boris Prister i ini
te osobito Vinko Zlamalik. On je ujedno bio i zafetnik znacajnog Me-
morijala Ive Kerdica, koji se odrzava vec¢ dvadesetak godina u Osijeku
i Zagrebu.

Tijekom studentskih dana u Parizu i Be¢u Ivo Kerdi¢ je ovladao
savrdenim umije¢em modeliranja i usporedno postao je velikim majsto-
rom mnogih tehnika. On je uistinu znao kako se gravira, cizelira, vari,
iskucava, kuje, lije, reducira, retusira, patinira i emajlira. U tome nije mu
bilo premca. Jednako tako su i njegova slova bila savriena, kao i kom-
pozicija. [zvore njegova nadahnuca mozemo potraZiti u grékoj i rimskoj
umjetnosti a takoder dobro je poznavao medalje talijanske renesanse.
Dakako, cijelog Zivota je Kerdi¢ pomno pratio umjetnost medalje kod
nas i u inozemstvu. Rane mu medalje ocito pokazuju jaki utjecaj fran-
cuskog stila art nouveau i austrijske Sezession. Poslije 1. svjetskoga rata
njegov stil postao je drukgiji. Tako su neke medalje i plakete pravi uzor-
ci stila art déco, s blagom dozom stilizacije. Ipak, veliki dio Kerdicevih
medalja ostaje bezvremenski. Kao i neki njegovi kipovi, osobito statue-
ta »Zlatarovo zlato«, i njegove se plakete i medalje — uostalom kao i Val-
decove i Franges-Mihanoviceve — ¢esto mogu vidjeti kod starih zagre-
backih obitelji. O popularnosti njegovih djela govori i ¢injenica da se
dogadalo da se Kerdicevi predlosci preraduju i nakon njegove smrti.

Tijekom studentskih dana u Parizu i Be¢u Ivo Kerdié¢ je ovladao
savréenim umije¢em modeliranja i usporedno postao je velikim majsto-
rom mnogih tehnika. On je uistinu znao kako se gravira, cizelira, vari,
iskucava, kuje, lije, reducira, retusira, patinira i emajlira. U tome nije mu
bilo premca. Jednako tako su i njegova slova bila savrena, kao i kom-
pozicija. [zvore njegova nadahnuca mozemo potraziti u grékoj i rimskoj
umjetnosti a takoder dobro je poznavao medalje talijanske renesanse.
Dakako, cijelog Zivota je Kerdi¢ pomno pratio umjetnost medalje kod
nas i u inozemstvu. Rane mu medalje o¢ito pokazuju jaki utjecaj fran-
cuskog stila art nouveau i austrijske Sezession. Poslije I. svjetskoga rata
njegov stil postao je drukéiji. Tako su neke medalje i plakete pravi uzor-
ci stila art déco, s blagom dozom stilizacije. Ipak, veliki dio Kerdicevih
medalja ostaje bezvremenski. Kao i neki njegovi kipovi, osobito statue-
ta »Zlatarovo zlato«, i njegove se plakete i medalje — uostalom kao i Val-
decove i Franges-Mihanoviceve — ¢esto mogu vidjeti kod starih zagre-
backih obitelji. O popularnosti njegovih djela govori i ¢injenica da se
dogadalo da se Kerdicevi predlosci preraduju i nakon njegove smrti.



Zakljuéili bismo konstatacijom da su veliku stru¢nu pomo¢ pri
odredivanju i datiranju nekih Kerdicevih radova pruzili kolege Vesna
Mazuran-Subotié, savjetnica Gliptoteke Hrvatske akademije znanosti i
umjetnosti u Zagrebu kao i Boris Prister, savjetnik Hrvatskog povijes-
nog muzeja, pa im se ovom prigodom iskreno zahvaljujem.

MEDALS AND PLAQUETTES FROM THE
ZAGREB ARCHAEOLOGICAL MUSEUM

This exhibition has been conceived to mark the fiftieth anniversary
of the death of the great Croatian sculptor and medallist Ivo Kerdi¢ (b.
Davor, 19th May 1881, d. Zagreb, 27th October 1953), to show the gene-
ral public his medals from the Numismatic Collection of the Zagreb
Archaeological Museum. There are c. 160 of them, but this number in-
cludes two or more specimens of same medal, variants of the same
medal, cast or struck, badges, dies. They have been assembled starti-
ng with 1911, when Kerdi¢’s first work was presented to this collec-
tion, until today. Some medals and plaquettes were either presented
or sold to the Museum by the artist himself. One third of all works by
Kerdi¢, exactly 56 items, as part of the large and unique collection of
medals formed by the late Berislav Kopa¢ (b. Sarajevo, 2nd October
1927, d. Zagreb, 18th January 2000) were unselfishly presented to the
Museum by his widow Mrs Ana Kopac.

During his long artistic career Kerdi¢ made an enormous number of
medals and plaquettes, in fact no one has yet made a complete list. His
medallic oeuvre would be a very rewarding topic for a PhD thesis. His
works preserved at the Zagreb Archaeological Museum give a good
and impressive cross-section. There are many medals, from one of the
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earliest (1906) to the last one (succession to the throne of Queen Eliza-
beth II in 1952) — one medal was even antedated and bears the year fol-
lowing the artist’s death. This is an unsigned medal, modelled to mark
the reopening of the Cultural Centre in Petrinja in 1954. This medal was
also part of the Kopa¢ Collection. There are large, representative meda-
Is and plaquettes, in several variants, but there are also tiny medals and
various badges, which are, judging from their inventiveness and execu-
tion in no way less important than the former and bear all the stylistic
trademarks of their master. Some were signed with the artist’s initials
IK, or with a lime-tree leaf. They were struck either at Griesbach and
Knaus, T. Krivak, or some other firms in Zagreb, and also in Vienna and
Bohemia. There are also some unsigned small medals for which we are
still in some doubt who the author was. Such small pilgims” medals or
societies” badges have mainly been neglected and almost never exhibi-
ted, not only for practical reasons (their size). At the Museum there are
also a number of steel dies for medals and badges, either negatives, or
positives. They have not been exhibited before, some of them were eit-
her presented or sold by Mr. Irislav Dolenec from Zagreb.

Several early works by Kerdi¢ can since 1977 be seen in the perma-
nent numismatic exhibition of the Zagreb Archaeological Museum: the
dentist and numismatist Adolf Miiller (1910), the commemorative
plaquette of the City of Zagreb (1912), Vera Pija Pilar (1906) and the
Croatian Ball inVienna (1912). They are shown together with some other
Croatian Art Nouveau medals by Rudolf Valdec, Robert Franges-Miha-
novic and Mila Wod. Twice already a selection of Croatian Art Nouveau
medals, among them some more representative works by Kerdi¢, was
exhibited in Italy (Arezzo, 1991; Torino, 1993).

The range of medals by Kerdic at the Zagreb Archaeological Mu-
seum is very wide. Let us first mention the art plaquette »Song«
(1910-1914), bearing all the stylistic marks of Art Nouveau. On medals
Kerdi¢ marked and followed many historical, social and less important
events which happened in Croatia over almost fifty years, thus for in-
stance: the Croatian Ball in Vienna (1912), the Sarajevo assassination
(1914), the First World War (For Orphans and Invalids; 1916), the unifi-
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cation of the Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (1918), the National Theatre in
Prague (1918), the Petar Preradovic centenary (1918), the Fourth Inter-
national Congress of Architects in Zagreb (1930), the eightieth anniver-
sary of the Chamber of Commerce, Crafts and Industry (1932), the Mat-
rix of Croatian Theatre Amateurs (1935), the centenary of »Croatian
Newspapers« (1935), the centenary of the Croatian national anthem
(1935), the 700th anniversary of the Golden Bull of Zagreb (1942), etc. As
the states, regimes and political systems alternated, it was always the
case that some of Kerdic's works had to be forgotten. Thus some meda-
Is from the times of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy were discreetly
laid aside after its destruction in 1918. After 1945 it was even dangerous
to posses certain of his creations dating from period between the two
world wars, and particularly some from the era of the Independent Sta-
te of Croatia (1941-1945). For instance the portrait of the Croatian poli-
tical leader Dr. Vladko Macek or Kerdi¢’s models for the coins of the In-
dependent State of Croatia

Kerdi¢ also modelled medals and badges for several societies: Petri-
nja, the ladies” handicrafts society (1908), the Croatian Craftsmen’s So-
ciety (1911), the Craftsmen’s Union (1913), the Croatian Mountaineeri-
ng Society (1934), the Society »Brethren of the Croatian Dragon« (1936),
the »Ban Jela¢i¢« Humanitarian Society (1937), the Croatian Radisa So-
ciety etc. There are also several sports medals, as for instance the »Fal-
con« rallies in Zagreb (1911, 1925), Prague (1912) and Osijek (1921).

The portait medals are a wide gallery of the artist’s contemporaries
of different professions and from different social strata. There are also
portaits of important men of the past. Among the medals of the Zagreb
Archaeological Museum Numismatic Collection are memorials to: the
archaeologist Mihovil Abrami¢ (1950), the archaeologist Antun Bauer
(1947), the painter Vladimir Becic (1930), Leander Brozovic, the founder
of the museum at Koprivnica (1947), the archaeologist Josip Brunsmid
(1924), the writer August Cesarec (1946), the painter Petar Dobrovic
(1921), the architect Hugo Ehrlich (1931), the writer Ksaver Sandor Gjal-
ski (1927), the sportsman Josip Hanus (1919), the archaeologist Viktor
Hoffiller (1938), the ophtalmologist Kurt Hiihn (1925), Miss Valeska



Ludwig (1910), the lawyer and politician Dr. Vladko Macek (1938), the
leading craftsmen D). Matié and M. Ramuséak (1933), the writer and art
historian Andro Vid Mihici¢ (1951), the dentist and numismatist Adolf
Miiller (1910), Neda Paveli¢ (1916), Vera Pija Pilar-Jancikovié, both as
girls (1906), archbishop Alojzije Stepinac (1944), bishop Josip Juraj Stros-
smayer (1920), the soprano Katica Sonntag and her husband, the archi-
tect Ivo Stefan (1931), the teacher Ivan Tomagic¢ (1943), the actress Nina
Vavra (1923).

The plaquette bearing the striking profile of a charming Miss Vale-
ska Ludwig was sometimes wrongly called the portrait of Mrs, or
Countess Walewska from Napoleon's times. It was only from the varia-
nt of the plaquette from the Kopa¢ Collection that the whole name of
this young lady could be read.

As an unusual, probably unique case, one must mention the Izidor
Krénjavi medal. This medal was commissioned in 1915 to mark the for-
mer culture minister’s jubilee, but when the medal was struck, Krinja-
vi refused to accept it and had the entire edition thrown into the Sava
river. After a few years, a man going angling discovered a pile of corro-
ded pewter medals on the bottom of the river. Many of these medals
reached some belt-makers and collectors and after many years some
were acquired by Berislav Kopaé. One of them was presented by him to
the Museum in 1994, the remainder by his widow in 2001.

Among the master’s friends were J. Brundmid and V. Hoffiller, both
directors of the Zagreb Archaeological Museum. When Brunsmid had
to retire in 1924, his successor, V. Hoffiller commissioned Kedié¢ to ma-
ke a portrait of BrunSmid — one most not forget that both Kerdi¢ and
Hoffiller were both members of the Brethren of the Croatian Dragon.
This jubilee medal bore an excellent portrait of the great archaologist
and numismatist on be obverse and a beautiful reproduction of the Ro-
man bronze statuette of Fortune from Vinkovci, on the reverse. Only the
obverse was known to have existed, from a tiny picture reproduced in
an article by Baron Bartol Zmaji¢, published in Numizmaticke vijesti.
The reverse remained unknown for many years. Unfortunately this me-
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dal was not struck during Brunsmid's lifetime. Later, two fragments of
the edge of the obverse plaster model and the damaged reverse were
found in the Archaeological Museum — they were most probably victims
of the transfer of the museum from the Academy Palace to the Vra-
nyczany Hafner Mansion. Luckily Ana Adamec, then director of the
Glyptotheque discovered an intact cast of the obverse, the reverse was
repaired and finally both sides could be studied.

In 1938 Viktor Hoffiller celebrated his sixtieth birthday, and to mark
the occasion he asked Kerdic¢ to make a medal. It was struck in silver
and bronze, and there are also dies at the Museum, both the negative
and the positive of the obverse and reverse at the Museum. On the ob-
verse one can see Hoffille'rs portrait with no text at all, while the rever-
se has an inscription.

Among the various saints’ or pilgrimage medals let us mention tho-
se made for: the national shrine of Marija Bistrica, Our Lady of the Sto-
ne Gate in Zagreb (Majka Bozja Kamenita), the parish church of St.
Blaise, also in Zagreb, the Sacred Heart of Jesus/St. Mary Queen of the
Croats, as well as the Eucharist congresses in Zagreb (1923, 1930). There
must be more, therefore one ought to study all files, a list of his own
works by Kerdi¢, as well as the plaster models, preserved at the
Glyptotheque of the Croatian Academy of Science and Arts.

There are also some bronze casts of the coin medals Kerdi¢ model-
led for the Independent State of Croatia, also from the Kopa¢ collection.
As shown on the present exhibition, Kerdi¢’s works have been exhibi-
ted in a chronological order. Several medals still need to be analyzed
more closely and compared to the existing documentation. Kerdi¢’s
work has been studied by Ivo Uzorinac (at the International Numisma-
tic Congress in London in 1936 he read a paper on Kerdi¢ and also or-
ganized an exhibition of the artist’s works), Miroslav Montani, and in
the more recent years by Gjuro Krasnov, Vesna MaZuran-Suboti¢, Bog-
dan Mesinger, the present author, Matko Pei¢, Boris Prister and others,
and particularly Vinko Zlamalik. He was also the initiator of the impor-
tant triennale »Ivo Kerdi¢ Memorial Exhibition« in Osijek and Zagreb,
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which has for the last twenty-odd years been the major exhibition of
medals and small sculpture in Croatia.

During his student days in Paris and Vienna Ivo Kerdi¢ perfected
art of modelling and became a master of many techniques. He was ab-
le to engrave, emboss, cast, strike, reduce, retouch, patinate and enamel.
In all this nobody could match him. Even his lettering was perfect as
was his composition. The sources of his art are to be found in Greek and
Roman art and he was also well acquainted with the great Italian me-
dallists of the Renaissance. And of course, all the time he closely obser-
ved what was going on in the art of medal both at home and abroad.
His early medals clearly show the influence of the French Art Nouveau
and the Austrian Sezession. After the First World War his style changed.
Some medals and plaquettes are true examples of art déco, but most of
Kerdi¢’s medals remain timeless. Like some of his statuettes, particular-
ly the beautiful »Goldsmith’s Gold«, some of his plaquettes and meda-
Is — just as those by Valdec and Franges-Mihanovi¢ — can still frequen-
tly be seen in the homes of old Zagreb families. The popularity of his
works is witnessed by the fact that several of them have been reworked
even after his death.

Much help in dating and identification of some of Kerdi¢’s medals
has been offered by Vesna MaZuran-Subotic of the Glyptotheque of the
Croatian Academy of Science and Arts, and Boris Prister of the Croatian
Historical Museum to whom the author wishes to express his thanks.
